The city of Novonikolayevsk (named Novosibirsk since 1926) was established
spontaneously and received a status of the city only in 1903. It is interesting
that postcards with city landscapes of Novonikolayevsk became available for
sale in the Ob railway station already in 1900; and an attempt to issue the very
first photo album, which was titled «The album of Novonikolayevsk’ landscapes.
The first decade», was taken in 1904.

Owing to the album’s creator, Nikolay Pavlovich Litvinov, we can now see
the beginnings of the city of Novosibirsk. Litvinov was a man of an amazing
destiny, who is deservedly considered to be the city’s first chronicler.

The first pictures were taken in 1893. In the collections of some local
history scientists there are more than five hundred postcards and pictures of
Novonikolayevsk. Such a big amount of picture postcards of the city was un-
usual even for Tomsk, which was at that time the principal city of a province
(“guberniya”). This could be the manifestation of love on the first settlers’
side - love to the city on the river Ob, which they built with their own hands,
their patriotism and ambitious confidence that their brainchild will have a
glorious future.

The traditions, established by N.P. Litvinov, were remarkable. No won-
der our photo album opens up with the picture of our renowned countryman.
We have picked up the baton from him and tried to retrace the visible centenary
history of the transformation of Aleksandrovsk — a village of bridge builders —
into Novonikolayevsk, which was not an uyezd city anymore; and later into
Novosibirsk - the capital of Siberia and the urban district. We will try to retrace
this history just as Nikolay Petrovich retraced the decennial history of the town

from the little patch of the main street to the orderly row of houses standing on
the very first avenue in the city.

The stages of the city’s development correspond with the stages of eco-
nomic growth and political reorganizations, which found its reflection in the
architectural image of Novosibirsk. Look closely into the faces of those who
lived and are currently living in the city, into the swiftly changing composition
of the city; try to see that special coloring which distinguishes Novosibirsk from
hundreds of other cities in the world.

We tried to make the issue not only nicely designed, but also informative.
Extracts from some works by different writers, from scientific studies of histo-
rians and the memoirs from old residents help to feel the energy of those not
indifferent people who lived and who are living now in our city, and their ex-
traordinary love. The temperament of the first builders — seekers of a happy life
who gathered from all parts of Russia to build the Trans-Siberian Railway - could,
indeed, be the main reason of Novosibirsk’s rapid and impetuous growth, which
made our city unique. There’s no other city in the world which would require less
than seventy years not only to rich the population of one million people, but to
become the center of administrative, political, economic and scientific life of an
enormously big region of Siberia. The planning maps of the city which are placed
in the beginning of each chapter are the vivid example of this fact.

Our city is, indeed, very beautiful — just look at it. And we hope that our
children and grandchildren will not only learn the history of the city and keep
the great traditions of our fellow countrymen but will also enrich them for good
and for the glory of our Motherland.

«Even more interesting and full of surprises is the right bank of the Ob river.
Until 1893, on this bank, right across the village of Krivoshchyokovskoye,
down the stream from the place where the small river Kamenka flows into
the Ob, there were 26 log huts (called “izba”) which were surrounded from
all sides by the impenetrable pine forest. However, since spring 1893, the
district had changed very fast: the railway builders came, and with them
came many different entrepreneurs. So, where the pine forest once stood,
there started appearing various housing spaces. It was the first newcomers
who started the construction on the right, very steep bank of Kamenka
because this bank, due to its steepness, was quite convenient for dugouts
and barracks. Certainly, among these houses which were laid out chaotically,
there were (and still are) many such buildings that one unintentionally
becomes amazed by the endurance of the Russian man who can live in a
house where all others would not even keep the cattle. Those 26 log houses
which were situated on the right bank until 1893 were moved from the
bank to the forest just when the construction of the railway had started;
and on their place in 1894 the steamship docks were built and the railway
was laid out».

«As Your Excellency would know, the village of Novonikolayevsk owes
its establishment to the Middle-Siberian railway. In the beginning of the
bridgework constructions over the river Ob and the equipping of workshops,
alot of workmen and clerks working in different fields of railway administration
and construction arrived, and with them, in order to fulfill the needs of these
people, a lot of salesmen and industrial men flooded Novonikolayevsk to sell
their works and trade operations.

Nowadays the population size continues to grow progressively; trade and
industry of the settlers began to diversify due to the advantageous position of
the city on the bank of the river Ob. Such a privileged position of the village of
Novonikolayevsk gives the capitalists the opportunity to develop their ventures,
so the main bread traders — merchants from Kolyvan' — moved their trade
operations to Novonikolayevsk, and manufacturers from Tomsk opened their
offices here and operate for millions of roubles; all of this had an immense effect
on the development of the settlers’ lifestyle».

«..The people who were gathering for the railroad construction did
not have any place to live, and the railway barracks and housing did
not have enough room for all people working on the construction site.
Besides, they experienced inconveniences with meal preparation.

«By summer 1894 the right bank of the river completely transformed:
the pine forest gradually disappeared, and not the cabins but quite
presentable houses took its place, even though they were still situated
chaotically since no one was there to control the placement. Right
where the river Kamenka was flowing into the river Ob there appeared
quite a large market with its shops, little stores, shows and other things,
on the whole comprised of 60 premises.

By autumn 1894 on the right bank of the river Ob there were already
400 houses, but the people kept coming to the city; the flats’ cost
increased immensely. Despite the flats’ high prices the new village
was growing in size every day; the market square was already too
small, so in autumn 1895, in September, the market trade was moved
to a newly opened market square which was at first dotted with so
many stumps that it was almost impossible to cross it sitting on the
horse».

«Nowadays the village of Novonikolayevsk looks like
something grand yet still chaotic: the houses are densely
situated in the center, most of them still not fully finished
with no fence or any outbuildings; there are straight rows
of houses stretching far from the center to the pine forest
north and south. It is unknown what will happen with the
village in the future, but for now it is stretching south,
up the river Ob for three verst (equals 10,5 feet), and to
the north the village stretched behind the railway station
which is situated three verst from the center of the village.
But the village does not end here since the street which
is cleared up goes far beyond the last houses. All of it is
still being built, and for now the only buildings which are
completely finished and are quite decent are the railway
ones located close to the Ob station».

«Novonikolayevsk was growing, building up, and gaining strength
each year. Even in the hard years of World War |, as requested by
the settlers, the bridge over the river Kamenka was constructed,
so that it would connect Zakamensky region with the trading
center. The collected money went to build the House of Invalids.
The Town Council led by the city’s head A.G. Besedin strongly
promoted the idea of constructing the tramline. In 1915 due to the
increasing prices the Municipal Duma called a congress where it
was proposed to establish control over production and distribution
of the articles of prime necessity, to pass a resolution about the
speculation and to pass a law about the limitation of income up
to 20% with the addition of judicial punishment for concealment.
The Committee to fight with overpricing was established, and the
city’s head himself addressed the entrepreneurs with the request
to lower the prices for flour».

In front of you, you see the panorama opening from the roof
of Novosibirsk Opera House, which was made in the 50s, and
then, on the next spread of this photo album, you see the
same panorama taken in the 70s of the previous century. We
acquired these photos by accident. There was one wonderful
person living in our city, candidate of historical sciences Ivan
Fyodorovich Tsyplakov. We became friends with him not only
because we were working on the books of Novosibirsk’s history
but because we were united in our heartache for the Homeland.

Ivan
Fyodorovich took a weighty folder full of photographs and gave
it to me. These panoramic photos were in that folder. Some time
later our specialists — Valery Lazutkin and Vasily Vasilyev —
after long negotiations, finally climbed up the dome of the Opera
House and took a contemporary panoramic photo, which we
also publish on the pages of this photo album. So, here isa compa-
rative excursus from Ivan Fyodorovich and a little bit from us.

«Even though we are used to the city’s pace of growth, one
day we look around and now and again we are amazed of
what has grown before our eyes. Six years ago it was all just
symbolic like decorations on stage in times of Shakespeare.
«The future prospects could be seen in the foundations of
houses; near the stacks of bricks and concrete slabs there
were signs such as “Institute of Nuclear Physics”, “Institute
of Mathematics”. People say that one time a little girl saw the
gigantic foundation pit and asked: “Mommy, what are they
going to plant here?”

«The Council of Ministers of the USSR approved the proposal made by
Lavrentyev and Khristianovich. May 18th, 1957 was the day when the
Resolution “About the establishment of Siberian Division of Science
Academy of the USSR” was approved. Just before this approval Lavrentyev,
together with Khristianovich set off for a trip around Siberia to determine
where to “put” this center coming from the inside. First they went to
Tomsk where they were greeted rather unfriendly. The residents of Tomsk
considered themselves to be on quite a high level of science and said that
they don’t need any help from the capital, and if the state has spare money,
let it develop their own initiatives. Next was Irkutsk where the attitude
towards this idea was also quite unpleasant. There, people were even
puzzled — they wondered what they need this construction for. When
arriving to Novosibirsk, the scientists were already prepared to cheerless
greeting. However, despite their expectations, here they were greeted
cordially by the administration of the Science Academy Department. The
scientists of Novosibirsk fully supported the idea and assured that they
would support and help in every possible way, and they even hurried the
initiators: the faster such scientific center will be built, the more benefits
there will be! This solved the problem of choosing a place for the future
Akademgorodok (the town of scientists)».
